(I refer, most immediately, to the utterly ludicreus,
ridiculous, idietic, pathetic & hopeless first issue of Melmoth -- ah,
poor Maturim!)

Fortunately, a new igsue of ARSENAL/SURREALIST SUBVERSION is seen
to be on the stands -- To the Rescue!..!l

Much has happened here recently , & much seems to be WQPPly all
the time, & practically all of it geod: Things are preceeding very well
indeed here, at least!.

Remarkabley; indeed, those Jindrich Heisler letters repro-
duced in the first series of Phases! If you could refer #w me to other in-

stances of surrealist incursiems into typography, I should be very grateful....
